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Fukushima City, Tohoku, Japan
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Shlnobuyama Park
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This small mountain in the middle of Fukushima City has
around 2,000 cherry trees and is a popular ‘hanami’ spot.
There are food stalls while the cherry blossoms are lit-up
at night from early April.

Mid April  [Address] Fukushima City, Taishido 1
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Fukushima's most iconic flower viewing location is
known as "utopia". The spectacular view of
approximately 70 varieties of flowers, including
cherry blossoms, plum blossoms, Japanese cornel,
forsythia, magnolias, and peach blossoms, is created
from the farms of local flower growers. This is what
it means to say that flowers bring people to the area.
Late March ~ Late April

[Address] Fukushima City, Watari

[Opening hours] 6:00~18:00
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A park with a promenade and benches where visitors can
stroll while viewing the cherry blossoms. You can enjoy the
atmospheric scenery of cherry blossoms reflected on the
surface of the water in the pond, and the combination of
cherry blossoms with the lingering snow on Mount Azuma.
EEEEED Mid April [Address] Fukushima City,Watari,Chaya
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9 Arakawa Sakura-Zutsumi Park
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A hidden gem known only to those in the know.
On clear days, you can enjoy the snow rabbits
of Mount Azuma, which can be seen in the
west of Fukushima City, along with the cherry
blossoms and peach blossoms. Spacious park
is pet-friendly.

Mid April

[Address] Fukushima City, Yamada
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This row of about 220 cherry trees was planted
along the banks of the Arakawa River which was
selected as the cleanest river in Japan. It is a
popular park for hanami in spring when you can
see the symbol of Fukushima City, the Snow
Rabbit on Mt. Azuma-Kofuiji.

Mid April

[Address] Fukushima City, Yagita, Idogami 13-6
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Omorijoyama Park
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This park was once castle ruins, but it now

features approximately 700 somei-yoshino
and weeping cherry trees.

Mid April

[Address] Fukushima City,

Omori, Honmaru 82
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Daizoji Temple Weeping Cherry Trees
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These 300-year-old weeping cherry trees can
be found at Daizoji Temple which houses the

1,000-armed Kannon statue that is a registered
national important cultural property.

Mid April
[Address] Fukushima City, Oguraji, Jikkoku 7
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Jitokuji Temple ‘Seed-Sowing’ Cherry
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Rows of weeping cherry trees line the road
for several hundred meters. The local
community hangs hand-made lanterns
along the route so the area can be enjoyed
at night.

Early ~ Mid April

[Address] Fukushima City, Matsukawa,
Mizuhara, Uwadai
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This weeping cherry blossom is said to be more than
300 years old. It is called "tane-maki zakura" (seed-
sowing cherry blossom) because in the past, people
planted seeds in the soil in anticipation of the
blooming of this cherry tree. The cherry blossom is
illuminated during it's peak viewing period. Since it is
located on a hill, visitors can look out at the city
beyond the cherry blossom.

D Mid April

[Address] Fukushima City, Sabara, Teramae 9
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The Hosui Cherry
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This lone 140-year-old cherry tree is known
for its beautiful reflection in the nearby
pond. It was grown from a seed from the
Jitokuji Temple ‘seed-sowing’ cherry.

Nishigou Married Couple Cherry Blossom
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Suwa_yama Cherry Bl‘c;ssom
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This 400-year-old weeping cherry blossom is
located in the precincts of Suwa Shrine. It is said
that the cherry tree was planted in the early Edo
period, with a seedling given by Masamune Date,
who ruled the Sendai Domain.

Early April

[Address] Fukushima City,Matsukawa,Suwayama 4
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It is said that Minamoto no Yoritomo planted
Shidare-Zakura in the south and Edohigan-
Zakura in the north of the shrine grounds in the
Kamakura period to commemorate his success
in defeating the Oshu forces and to thank the
gods for their kindness.

€D Late March ~ Early April
[Address] Fukushima City,Matsukawa, Takenouchi 36-1
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Adjacent to Fukushima City Hall lizaka Branch Office, this
park has approximately 300 peach and cherry trees. Within
the park is Otowa Inari Shrine, dedicated to Princess
Otowa, the mother of the brothers Tsugunobu and
Tadanobu Sato, vassals of Minamoto no Yoshitsune.

Late March ~ Mid Apri
[Address] Fukushima City, lizaka, Ginnan
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Located in the lizaka Onsen area, home to approximately
300 flowering peach trees of 40 varieties collected from
all over the world. The area is usually visited by close to
10,000 people during its peak blooming season. At night,
the flowers are illuminated, creating a magical
atmosphere that differs from that of the daytime.

Early ~ Late April

[Address] Fukushima City, lizaka, Tatenoyama
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This park is brightly decorated with approximately 7,000
blossoms, including peach blossoms and forsythia, planted
by local residents. The view from the car window is also
recommended, and in recent years, it has become a popular
spot with an increasing number of tourists.

Early ~ Mid April

[Address] Fukushima City, lino,Higashi Shinshakuuchi
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Onuma Pond « Nidanuma Pond "Mizubasho"
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Dainty Asian skunk cabbage are in full bloom
around Onuma and Nidanuma near Tsuchiyu
Onsen. Enjoy the beauty of nature as you walk

along the promenade around the three swamps,
Onuma, Menuma, and Nidanuma.

EEFID Mid March ~ Late April
[Address] Fukushima City, Tsuchiyu Onsen, Onuma
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Kaminodera Wisteria
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Kumagaiso no Sato
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This is a habitat where the endangered
Kumagaiso, a rare and endangered plant
in Japan, grows wild. The "Kumagaiso no
Sato Festival" is held every May, and the
area is open to the public only during this
period. Fujihachi Soba noodles served
during the festival are so popular that they
sell out every year.
Early ~ Mid May
[Address] Fukushima City,
Matsukawa, Mizuhara, Kamakurayama
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The light purple flowers of the wisteria flow in
the wind like a curtain with a sweet fragrance.
Note: This is a private residence, please watch
your manners when you visit.

Early ~ Late May

Fukushima City, Kaminodera, Matsurida 13
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Tsutsujiyama Park
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This park is located on a small hill near Tsuchiyu
Onsen inside a National Park. It offers amazing views

of the Azuma Mountains, and has rows of azaleas
along its paths.

€D Early ~ Mid May
[Address] Fukushima City, Tsuchiyu Onsen, Hinata
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Located at an elevation of 1,600 meters in
the middle of the Bandai-Azuma Skyline,
known as the Arizona of Japan, the
Jododaira area is home to a wide variety of
alpine plants, including cotton grass. In
autumn, visitors can enjoy the spectacular
view of brightly colored leaves.

Late May ~ Mid-September

[Address] Fukushima City,
Tsuchiyu Onsen, Washikurayama
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Grows naturally in the Azuma mountain range in Bandai-
Asahi National Park, its most distinctive feature is its
upturned roots. Only the Azuma Goyomatsu of Fukushima
City grows naturally in such a severe natural environment
that its shape is crushed by the weight of snow, and its

roots are exposed by wind and rain. This is the reason they
say, "Mt. Azuma is the model for bonsai".
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Tsutsumigadaira Lillies
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The himesayuri is a precious plant that is found only
in Fukushima, Yamagata, and parts of Niigata
Prefectures. The sight of pretty, pale red daylilies
blooming and swaying on the surface of the mountains
is soothing. Located near Tsuchiyu Onsen, many
visitors come to take pictures.

A city-designated historic site and a place
of scenic beauty, Yorinji Temple is home
to approximately 20,000 anabells and
5,000 hydrangea plants that cover the
entire mountain. Many visitors come to the
temple to enjoy the flower water and the
monthly red stamps.

€I Early ~ Mid July
[Address] Fukushima City,Oda,lsakusan 13
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Approximately 5,000 colorful hydrangeas
welcome visitors to this park. Known to locals
as "Hydrangea Alley," the drops of water
dripping from the hydrangeas overflow with
emotion. Many visitors come here on rainy days
with umbrellas in hand to take elegant pictures.

Early ~ Mid July
[Address]
Fukushima City, Matsukawa, Doaidate 7
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This pond garden was created by a gardener who worked on the Kinkakuji
Temple in Kyoto, and is planted with Azuma Goyomatsu, one of the three largest
Goyomatsu in Japan, as well as other trees. Visitors can experience the changing
of the seasons firsthand through the light red weeping cherry blossoms in spring,
then the irises and sweet flag in early summer, and the autumn leaves in fall.

Shiki no Sato (Village of Four Seasons)
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This agricultural park is designed in the image of medieval
Europe. Visitors can enjoy seasonal scenery such as round
flowerbeds in a French garden style, a rose garden with 400
roses of 200 varieties, and a herb garden with approximately
60 varieties of herbs and native grasses.

Azuma S‘ports Park
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This spacious park is filled with seasonal flowers, plants
and trees. In spring, Somei-Yoshino cherry trees are
beautifully displayed along a 1.7-kilometer-long pathway.
In the rose garden, visitors can enjoy 1,700 roses of
approximately 300 varieties. In autumn, rows of ginkgo
trees illuminated by lights welcome visitors.

&) Late March ~ Early November

[Address] Fukushima City, Sabara, Kamikotoba 1
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Sunflower Field & Onami Castle Ruins
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This field of sunflowers spreads over the ruins of
Onami Castle which belonged to Kitabatake Akiie who
was part of the Southern Court during the Nanbokucho
Period (1336-1392). These sunflowers are grown by
Onami Sunflower Growers Association and they bring

color to Route 115 during the Obon period.

[Address] Fukushima City, Onami, Mitouchi
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Hana no Shashinkan (Fukushlma City Museum of Photography)
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This romantic building from the Taisho Period (1912-
1926) is a tangible cultural property of Fukushima City.
It is mainly used for photography exhibitions, as well
as cultural events, live performances, and workshops.
